Because of David Baird’s success as an endurance athlete with his 112 day World Record Wheelbarrow Run across Australia, where he averaged a marathon a day pushing his barrow into gale force winds, hail, heat and rain, and the overwhelming response received since the completion of the event, another event is planned. 
“The Outback Challenge” 
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The Outback Challenge is an 886km run with a wheelbarrow that will take up to three weeks to complete with David averaging 45kms each day (an increase to the marathon a day he ran across Australia) 
The event is scheduled for May 1st, 2009 and is to start at Alice Springs to Ulluru and back.

· Uluru and Alice Springs has been chosen as the location because it represents “Australia” and The Outback symbolizes tough endurance conditions, which David is very familiar with.

· For a sponsor this is an opportunity capitalize on the success of the World Record Wheelbarrow Run across Australia  

· It is also an opportunity for a sponsor to own the event “Outback Challenge” or chose a name agreed to by Wheelbarrow Man which will be documented in a professionally produced video for viewing nationally and internationally.  Thus giving a sponsor potentially worldwide exposure.

· An opportunity to highlight a sponsor’s name at a peak tourist time of the year (Australian and international exposure).

· Build an association with the Alice Springs community with “young and old” joining Dave in the last 1km of the journey into Alice Springs. 

· Be associated with the renamed wheelbarrow “The Barrow Hope” which has been travelling around Australia for donations to the Prostate and Breast Cancer cause and is aimed at being located outside of each hardware store.

· This event will highlight a sponsor’s association with the Prostate Cancer Foundation of Australia & Breast Cancer Foundation of Australia and is a show of support for a wide area of the community.

On Friday January 23, 2009 Prostate Cancer Foundation of Australia presented Wheelbarrow Man, David Baird with a certificate of appreciation for the exposure Prostate Cancer received for this event and to date an amount of $30,000 has been collected for the Prostate and Breast cancer cause.
